A good many people say tithing has no contemporary application. “That was part of the Jewish law,” they say, and assign it to the same category as burnt offerings. “An interesting line of reasoning on the tithe as a principle for contemporary Christians is offered by Al Taylor. He points out that Abraham tithed to Melchizedek the priest centuries before the law was introduced to Moses, and therefore the idea is outside the law. Further, since Jesus is a priest in the order of Melchizedek, the tithe remains as a timeless means of both worshiping Jesus and also bringing material possessions under spiritual direction.”
