Stewardship Thought
In the Gospel story told in Luke 8:26-39, Jesus is right out on the margins of life with the people who live there - the Gentiles who raised pigs, the mentally ill, the impolite people who interrupt and shout and do apparently outrageous things in the middle of "civilized" society. It is interesting to reflect on whether we would ever find these people within the life of our churches. Some of us would, and we get used to simply accepting the unexpected and the differences in both people and their behavior. Most of us, though, move within churches where few unexpected things really happen and where most people are relatively predictable. In the Gospel story, what demons were transferred to the pigs from this man? Did he become acceptable to others because Jesus healed his troubled mind and soul, or did people see him differently as he sat beside Jesus and sent their own demons off with the pigs?
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
