Stewardship Thought

In the face of threats to his life, Jesus was on his way, walking toward whatever waited in Jerusalem. As the church, it is important to ask ourselves whether we are doing the same. Jerusalem was, in a sense, the symbolic center of all power - religious and political. If the prophets were killed it was because they dared to stand on the ground where the decisions were made, rather than preaching to the converted in safer places such as sanctuaries. Where do we stand when we inspire the world to look at its realities? Are we engaging with the great systems of power in our day - economic, political and religious - that make the decisions about the life and death of so many people? Are we "on our way" like Jesus, or are we staying close to home?
