If we draw apart from our usual busy life, we see things quite differently. It is not simply a matter of making time for reflection but of staying with ourselves in a way that opens up the life of Christ and our own lives in a new way. We know it was special and good for us, but we still don't give it a high priority. Could it be that a close encounter with Jesus Christ always holds within it both joy and pain, just as it would have held for the early friends of Jesus?
