Stewardship Moment
As Jesus begins a farewell to his disciples, in a sense he describes what love of God really is. The evidence of the love of God can be seen when we do the will of God - others can see that God has made a home within our lives. At the same time, even as we are challenged to keep the word of God in our lives, the other sign of that presence is that we live as those who are not afraid. We are the ones who are at peace because the God whom we serve is not a punishing God, but one who says "Do not let your hearts be troubled." We live as those who are encouraged and forgiven and called on to be God's people, and the sign of God's presence with us is that we live like that in relationship with others.
