Stewardship Moment
It is often hard for members of religions not to see themselves as special. In this conversation, Jesus is reminding his friends that they, above all others, should know how human and ordinary they are before their God. It is as though believing in a God saves you from imagining that you, yourself, are God. We are to wait humbly at the bottom of the guest list for our place to be set by the host. There is also something about our calling and status before God that invites understanding of the weakness and vulnerability of others - we invite them to the table before those who think they are great and powerful. It is a challenge for us all in the church to look at who gathers around the table of the Christ and how we really see ourselves in relation to others.
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
